Friends in Christ, tonight with the whole church we enter the
time of remembering Jesus’ Passover from death to life that
our life in Christ may be renewed.

We begin this holy season by acknowledging our need for
repentance and for God’s mercy. We are created to
experience joy in communion with God, to love one another,
and to live in harmony with creation. But our sinful rebellion
separates us from God, our neighbors, and creation, so that
we do not enjoy the life our creator intended.
