A READING FROM MICAH

! Hear what the LORD says:
Rise, plead your case before the mountains,
and let the hills hear your voice.
’Hear, you mountains, the case of the LoRrD,
and you enduring foundations of the earth,
for the LORD has a case against his people,
and he will contend with Israel.

3“0 my people, what have I done to you?
In what have I wearied you? Answer me!
“For I brought you up from the land of Egypt
and redeemed you from the house of slavery,
and I sent before you Moses,
Aaron, and Miriam.
>0 my people, remember now what King Balak of Moab
devised,
what Balaam son of Beor answered him,
and what happened from Shittim to Gilgal,
that you may know the saving acts of the LoORrRD.”

5“With what shall I come before the LORD
and bow myself before God on high?
Shall I come before him with burnt offerings,
with calves a year old?
“Will the LorD be pleased with thousands of rams,
with ten thousands of rivers of oil?
Shall T give my firstborn for my transgression,
the fruit of my body for the sin of my soul?”
®He has told you, O mortal, what is good,



and what does the LORD require of you
but to do justice and to love kindness
and to walk humbly with your God?

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A READING FROM FIRST CORINTHIANS

'®*The message about the cross is foolishness to those who are
perishing, but to us who are being saved it is the power of
God. *°For it is written,

"I will destroy the wisdom of the wise,

and the discernment of the discerning I will thwart.”

’OWhere is the one who is wise? Where is the scholar? Where is
the debater of this age? Has not God made foolish the wisdom of
the world? 2! For since, in the wisdom of God, the world did not
know God through wisdom, God decided, through the foolishness
of the proclamation, to save those who believe. ?? For Jews ask
for signs and Greeks desire wisdom, “°but we proclaim Christ
crucified, a stumbling block to Jews and foolishness to
gentiles, **but to those who are the called, both Jews and
Greeks, Christ the power of God and the wisdom of God. > For
God’s foolishness is wiser than human wisdom, and God’'s
weakness is stronger than human strength.

26 Consider your own call, brothers and sisters: not many of
you were wise by human standards, not many were powerful, not
many were of noble birth. ?” But God chose what is foolish in the
world to shame the wise; God chose what is weak in the world to
shame the strong; *® God chose what is low and despised in the
world, things that are not, to abolish things that are, *° so that no
one might boast in the presence of God. *°In contrast, God is why
you are in Christ Jesus, who became for us wisdom from God,
and righteousness and sanctification and redemption, *!in order
that, as it is written, “Let the one who boasts, boast in the Lord.”

Second Reading 1 Corinthians 2:1-12 [13-16]

A READING FROM ISAIAH

! Shout out; do not hold back!
Lift up your voice like a trumpet!
Announce to my people their rebellion,
to the house of Jacob their sins.
’Yet day after day they seek me
and delight to know my ways,
as if they were a nation that practiced righteousness
and did not forsake the ordinance of their God;
they ask of me righteous judgments;
they want God on their side.
3“Why do we fast, but you do not see?
Why humble ourselves, but you do not notice?”
Look, you serve your own interest on your fast day
and oppress all your workers.
“You fast only to quarrel and to fight
and to strike with a wicked fist.
Such fasting as you do today
will not make your voice heard on high.
°>Is such the fast that I choose,
a day to humble oneself?
Is it to bow down the head like a bulrush
and to lie in sackcloth and ashes?
Will you call this a fast,
a day acceptable to the LorD?

°Is not this the fast that I choose:
to loose the bonds of injustice,
to undo the straps of the yoke,
to let the oppressed go free,



and to break every yoke?
’Is it not to share your bread with the hungry
and bring the homeless poor into your house;
when you see the naked, to cover them
and not to hide yourself from your own kin?
®Then your light shall break forth like the dawn,
and your healing shall spring up quickly;
your vindicator shall go before you;
the glory of the LorD shall be your rear guard.
“@Then you shall call, and the Lorp will answer;
you shall cry for help, and he will say, "Here I am.”

[ °°If you remove the yoke from among you,
the pointing of the finger, the speaking of evil,
10if you offer your food to the hungry
and satisfy the needs of the afflicted,
then your light shall rise in the darkness
and your gloom be like the noonday.
1 The Lorp will guide you continually
and satisfy your needs in parched places
and make your bones strong,
and you shall be like a watered garden,
like a spring of water
whose waters never fail.
2Your ancient ruins shall be rebuilt;

A READING FROM FIRST CORINTHIANS
YWhen I came to you, brothers and sisters, I did not come
proclaiming the testimony of God to you with superior speech or



wisdom. ?For I decided to know nothing among you except Jesus
Christ and him crucified. And I came to you in weakness and in
fear and in much trembling. * My speech and my proclamation
were made not with persuasive words of wisdom but with a
demonstration of the Spirit and of power, °so that your faith
might rest not on human wisdom but on the power of God.

®Yet among the mature we do speak wisdom, though it is not a
wisdom of this age or of the rulers of this age, who are being
destroyed. ' But we speak God’s wisdom, a hidden mystery,
which God decreed before the ages for our glory ®and which none
of the rulers of this age understood, for if they had, they would
not have crucified the Lord of glory. °But, as it is written,

“"What no eye has seen, nor ear heard,

nor the human heart conceived,

what God has prepared for those who love him”—
'God has revealed to us through the Spirit, for the Spirit
searches everything, even the depths of God. ‘! For what human
knows what is truly human except the human spirit that is within?
So also no one comprehends what is truly God’s except the Spirit
of God. > Now we have received not the spirit of the world but
the Spirit that is from God, so that we may understand the gifts
bestowed on us by God.

[** And we speak of these things in words not taught by human
wisdom but taught by the Spirit, interpreting spiritual things to
those who are spiritual.

“Those who are unspiritual do not receive the gifts of God’s
Spirit, for they are foolishness to them, and they are unable to
understand them because they are spiritually discerned. °> Those
who are spiritual discern all things, and they are themselves
subject to no one else’s scrutiny.

16“For who has known the mind of the Lord
so as to instruct him?”

A READING FROM EXODUS

'2The LorD said to Moses, “Come up to me on the mountain and
wait there; I will give you the tablets of stone, with the law and
the commandment, which I have written for their
instruction.” **So Moses set out with his assistant Joshua, and
Moses went up onto the mountain of God. **To the elders he had
said, “Wait here for us, until we come back to you. Look, Aaron
and Hur are with you; whoever has a dispute may go to them.”
'>Then Moses went up on the mountain, and the cloud covered
the mountain. ‘®The glory of the LorD settled on Mount Sinai, and
the cloud covered it for six days; on the seventh day he called to
Moses out of the cloud. *” Now the appearance of the glory of
the LORD was like a devouring fire on the top of the mountain in
the sight of the Israelites. ¥ Moses entered the cloud and went up
on the mountain. Moses was on the mountain for forty days and
forty nights.
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A READING FROM SECOND PETER

' We did not follow cleverly devised myths when we made known
to you the power and coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, but we had
been eyewitnesses of his majesty. '’ For he received honor and
glory from God the Father when that voice was conveyed to him
by the Majestic Glory, saying, “"This is my Son, my Beloved, with
whom I am well pleased.” ®* We ourselves heard this voice come
from heaven, while we were with him on the holy mountain.

'So we have the prophetic message more fully confirmed. You
will do well to be attentive to this as to a lamp shining in a dark
place, until the day dawns and the morning star rises in your
hearts. ?°First of all you must understand this, that no prophecy
of scripture is a matter of one’s own interpretation, ! because no
prophecy ever came by human will, but men and women moved
by the Holy Spirit spoke from God.

First Reading Genesis 2:15-17; 3:1-7
Psalm Psalm 32
Second Reading Romans 5:12-19

A READING FROM GENESIS

'>The LorD God took the man and put him in the garden of Eden
to till it and keep it. '® And the Lorb God commanded the man,
“You may freely eat of every tree of the garden, '’ but of the tree
of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the day
that you eat of it you shall die.”

31 Now the serpent was more crafty than any other wild animal
that the LorD God had made. He said to the woman, “"Did God
say, ‘You shall not eat from any tree in the garden’?” *The
woman said to the serpent, "We may eat of the fruit of the trees
in the garden, °but God said, ‘You shall not eat of the fruit of the
tree that is in the middle of the garden, nor shall you touch it, or
you shall die.” ” “But the serpent said to the woman, “You will not
die, °for God knows that when you eat of it your eyes will be
opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil.” °So
when the woman saw that the tree was good for food and that it
was a delight to the eyes and that the tree was to be desired to
make one wise, she took of its fruit and ate, and she also gave
some to her husband, who was with her, and he ate. “Then the
eyes of both were opened, and they knew that they were naked,
and they sewed fig leaves together and made loincloths for
themselves.
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A READING FROM ROMANS

12 Just as sin came into the world through one man, and death
came through sin, and so death spread to all because all have
sinned *°for sin was indeed in the world before the law, but sin is
not reckoned when there is no law. '*Yet death reigned from
Adam to Moses, even over those who did not sin in the likeness of
Adam, who is a pattern of the one who was to come.

1>But the free gift is not like the trespass. For if the many died
through the one man’s trespass, much more surely have the
grace of God and the gift in the grace of the one man, Jesus
Christ, abounded for the many. ® And the gift is not like the effect
of the one man’s sin. For the judgment following one trespass
brought condemnation, but the gift following many trespasses
brings justification. *” If, because of the one man’s trespass,
death reigned through that one, much more surely will those who
receive the abundance of grace and the gift of righteousness
reign in life through the one man, Jesus Christ.

'8 Therefore just as one man’s trespass led to condemnation for
all, so one man’s act of righteousness leads to justification and
life for all. *° For just as through the one man’s disobedience the
many were made sinners, so through the one man’s obedience
the many will be made righteous.
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
