A READING FROM HOSEA

T will return again to my place
until they acknowledge their guilt and seek my face.
In their distress they will beg my favor:

5:1%Come, let us return to the LoRrbD,
for it is he who has torn, and he will heal us;
he has struck down, and he will bind us up.

2 After two days he will revive us;
on the third day he will raise us up,
that we may live before him.

3 Let us know, let us press on to know the LORD;
his appearing is as sure as the dawn;

he will come to us like the showers,
like the spring rains that water the earth.”

A READING FROM ROMANS

*The promise that he would inherit the world did not come to
Abraham or to his descendants through the law but through the
righteousness of faith. “For if it is the adherents of the law who
are to be the heirs, faith is null and the promise is void. *° For the
law brings wrath, but where there is no law, neither is there
transgression.

' For this reason the promise depends on faith, in order that it
may rest on grace, so that it may be guaranteed to all his
descendants, not only to the adherents of the law but also to
those who share the faith of Abraham (who is the father of all of
us, '’ as it is written, “I have made you the father of many
nations”), in the presence of the God in whom he believed, who
gives life to the dead and calls into existence the things that do
not exist. ** Hoping against hope, he believed that he would
become “the father of many nations,” according to what was said,
“So shall your descendants be.” °He did not weaken in faith
when he considered his own body, which was already as good as
dead (for he was about a hundred years old), and the barrenness
of Sarah’s womb. ?° No distrust made him waver concerning the
promise of God, but he grew strong in his faith as he gave glory
to God, ?! being fully convinced that God was able to do what he
had promised. ?? Therefore “it was reckoned to him as
righteousness.” 2> Now the words, “it was reckoned to him,” were
written not for his sake alone “*but for ours also. It will be
reckoned to us who believe in him who raised Jesus our Lord from
the dead, *°>who was handed over for our trespasses and was
raised for our justification.

A READING FROM EXODUS

?[The Israelites] journeyed from Rephidim, entered the
wilderness of Sinai, and camped in the wilderness; Israel camped
there in front of the mountain.?Then Moses went up to God;
the LorD called to him from the mountain, “"Thus you shall say to
the house of Jacob and tell the Israelites: “*You have seen what I
did to the Egyptians and how I bore you on eagles’ wings and
brought you to myself. > Now, therefore, if you obey my voice and
keep my covenant, you shall be my treasured possession out of
all the peoples. Indeed, the whole earth is mine, °but you shall
be for me a priestly kingdom and a holy nation.’ These are the
words that you shall speak to the Israelites.”

Since we are justified by faith, we have peace with God through
our Lord Jesus Christ, “through whom we have obtained access
to this grace in which we stand, and we boast in our hope of
sharing the glory of God. °*And not only that, but we also boast in
our afflictions, knowing that affliction produces endurance, “and
endurance produces character, and character produces
hope, °and hope does not put us to shame, because God’s love
has been poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit that has
been given to us.

®For while we were still weak, at the right time Christ died for
the ungodly. “Indeed, rarely will anyone die for a righteous
person—though perhaps for a good person someone might
actually dare to die. ® But God proves his love for us in that while
we still were sinners Christ died for us.

A READING FROM JEREMIAH

70 LorD, you have enticed me,
and I was enticed;

you have overpowered me,
and you have prevailed.

A READING FROM ROMANS

'>Should we continue in sin in order that grace may
increase? °By no means! How can we who died to sin go on living
in it? Do you not know that all of us who were baptized into
Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? “ Therefore we were
buried with him by baptism into death, so that, just as Christ was
raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, so we also might
walk in newness of life.

°For if we have been united with him in a death like his, we
will certainly be united with him in a resurrection like his. ®*We
know that our old self was crucified with him so that the body of
sin might be destroyed, so we might no longer be enslaved to
sin. /For whoever has died is freed from sin. ¢ But if we died with
Christ, we believe that we will also live with him. °We know that
Christ, being raised from the dead, will never die again; death no
longer has dominion over him. °The death he died, he died to sin
once for all, but the life he lives, he lives to God. ' So you also
must consider yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in Christ
Jesus.

A READING FROM JEREMIAH

>The prophet Jeremiah spoke to the prophet Hananiah in the
presence of the priests and all the people who were standing in
the house of the LorD, °and the prophet Jeremiah said, “Amen!
May the LoRrRD do so; may the Lorp fulfill the words that you have
prophesied and bring back to this place from Babylon the vessels
of the house of the LorD and all the exiles. / But listen now to this
word that I speak in your hearing and in the hearing of all the
people. ®The prophets who preceded you and me from ancient
times prophesied war, famine, and pestilence against many
countries and great kingdoms. °As for the prophet who
prophesies peace, when the word of that prophet comes true,
then it will be known that the LorD has truly sent the prophet.”

A READING FROM ROMANS

'2Do not let sin reign in your mortal bodies, so that you obey
their desires. ‘*No longer present your members to sin as
instruments of unrighteousness, but present yourselves to God as
those who have been brought from death to life, and present
your members to God as instruments of righteousness. '“For sin
will have no dominion over you, since you are not under law but
under grace.

'>What then? Should we sin because we are not under law but
under grace? By no means! °Do you not know that, if you
present yourselves to anyone as obedient slaves, you are slaves
of the one whom you obey, either of sin, which leads to death, or
of obedience, which leads to righteousness? '/ But thanks be to
God that you who were slaves of sin have become obedient from
the heart to the form of teaching to which you were
entrusted ‘®and that you, having been set free from sin, have
become enslaved to righteousness. '°I am speaking in human
terms because of your limitations. For just as you once presented
your members as slaves to impurity and lawlessness, leading to
even more lawlessness, so now present your members as slaves
to righteousness, leading to sanctification.

0When you were slaves of sin, you were free in regard to
righteousness. ! So what fruit did you then gain from the things
of which you now are ashamed? The end of those things is
death. ?? But now that you have been freed from sin and enslaved
to God, the fruit you have leads to sanctification, and the end is
eternal life. 2 For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of
God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.
